The 29" National Congress on Irrigation,
jointly organized by CERYD and AERYD,
with the support and collaboration of the
University of Cordoba, the Department of
Agriculture of Andalusian Autonomy, the
Hydrographic  Confederation of
Guadalquivir River, the National
Federation of Irrigator's Communities,
and other Construction and Consulting
Companies related with Irrigation in all
fields, was held in Cordoba from 7 to 9
June 2011 at the splendid locaton of
Cérdoba University’s Chancellorship.

The Godavari Water Tribunal Award (1980)
is a water sharing award covering the river

basin states of Andhra Pradesh, Orissa,
Chattisgarh, Maharashtra and Karnataka
in India. Polavaram Dam Project envisaged
for construction while allocation of water
resources between the states concerned,
is a multipurpose project including inter-
basin water transfer to Krishna basin.
